The system is used by more than 170 countries and economies as a basis for their Customs tariffs ar
collection of international trade statistics. Over 98 % of the merchandise in international trade is classified
of the HS. The Haromized System comprises of 97 Chapters and is arranged in 21 Sections. The pi
arrangement of goods in the HS is in the increasing degree of manufacture: raw materials, unworked produw
finished products, finished products.
